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Students who wish to take lower and upper division courses in French must have a B2 level 
minimum in the language (a signed and stamped statement from your Departmental 
Coordinator stating the level of spoken and written French is required)
Students with a B1 level min. in French may enroll in classes in English, classes in French 
specifically for international students, French language and civilization classes, and foreign 
language classes. Registration in other classes is possible with authorization from the 
international student advisor.
Students with no or little background in French may enroll in all courses offered in English, 
and in the foreign language classes (French, Spanish, Italian, German, Russian, Chinese, 
Japanese, Arabic, level permitting)
